Medieval Masterpiece

Artisans and craftspersons are invited to submit entries
to the Abbey Medieval Masterpiece Competition,
which will be held as a partnership of the Abbey
Medieval Festival 2010 and Bribie Island Community
Arts Society.

This Award aims to celebrate the spirit of the medieval
Masterpiece, the epitome of excellence within the
medieval arts and craft world and the gateway to the
hallowed Guilds.

History of the Masterpiece

In the Middle Ages, a group of artisans engaged in the
same occupation - cobblers, stonemasons, carpenters,
etc - would associate themselves together for
protection and mutual aid. No one within a town could
practise a craft without belonging to the appropriate
guild association.

Members of the craft guilds were divided into Master,
Journeyman, and Apprentice. The master was a very
accomplished craftsman who took on apprentices.
Usually, these were boys in their teens who were
provided food, clothing, shelter, and an education by
the master, in return for unpaid work as an apprentice,
often for a fixed term of service from about two to nine
years.

After this, an apprentice became a journeyman, who
was allowed to work for one or another master and
was paid wages for his labour.

Once a journeyman could provide proof of his technical
and artistic skills, by showing his “masterpiece”, he
might rise in the guild and become a master.

From the second half of the thirteenth century onward,
we hear, first in isolated instances and then with
greater frequency toward the end of the Middle Ages,
of a more clearly specified challenge: in order to
demonstrate his skill, the candidate must execute a
work for official examination, the masterpiece.

From the present vantage point, a most striking feature
of this Medieval institution of masterpiece-making was
its wholly artisan purview. Masterpieces were executed
by artisans ie goldsmiths or tapestry weavers whose
handiwork could readily be described as having
‘artistic’ quality or intention.

But they were also expected of apothecaries,
carpenters, rope makers, and other professions, which
it is not our habit to surround with an aesthetic aura.

Conditions of Entry

ENTRIES: All works submitted must be the original and
unaided work of the competitor and completed within
the last 18 months. it must not have previously won
any major prize. Work must be based on traditional
arts and crafts from the Middle Ages. Time period: 600
—1600 AD.

MEDIUM: All period-appropriate media are acceptable
e.g. fabric, painting, glass, sculpture, woodwork, bone
etc. (NB. Artists & craftpersons need not grind their
own paints or use traditional tools etc.)

ENTRY FEE: $10.00 per exhibit. All entries must be
clearly labelled with artist name, section, title of work
and price (if applicable). If consigning entries by post or
Courier please include a pre-paid freight voucher with
entry. This will be returned if entry is sold. NB: Not all
entries may be hung or displayed.

CLOSING DATE: Entry forms to be submitted no later
than the Monday 31 May, 2010.

Size: Since many art works produced in Medieval times
were long and narrow, and display space is limited,
framed works should not exceed 1m sq,

DISPLAY: Work for hanging must be ready to hang with
“D” clips and cord preferred. Any work that does not
comply WILL NOT be hung. Limited window space is
available for displaying stained glass works.

For 3D pieces-sections 1, 2,3 &5
Special display requirements should be clearly noted on
the entry form.

ADJUDICATION AND EXHIBITING: All entries will be
considered by the official judges. The judge’s decision
will be final and no correspondence or discussion will
be entered into. The Committee reserves the right to
transfer work to another section if conditions are not
fully met or insufficient entries are received. We
reserve the right to utilise images of artworks entered
in the competition for publicity and promotional work
only. The artists” work will be appropriately credited.

INSURANCE: Insurance of work against loss or damage
to, during and from the exhibition is the artist’s
responsibility.

WARRANT: The artist warrants that each and every
entry is owned by and is the original work of the artist.
The artist indemnifies the exhibitor of any breach of
warranty or of any default or defect in any such works.
Artists are asked to provide a story card with
background to their artwork.

All exhibition works are to be collected from the Gallery
on Wednesday o July (between 10.00am - 4.00pm)
NB: all entries must remain on display until the
exhibition closes.

If consigning entries by post or courier please include a
pre-paid freight voucher with entry. Voucher will be
returned if entry is sold.

WINNING ENTRIES: Winners will be notified by
telephone and prizes will be presented at the official
opening on Wednesday 30" June 2010.

SALE OF ITEMS: Masterpieces may be sold by the
Gallery. A fee of 25% of sale item will be incurred.

Items sold are to remain on display during the
exhibition and may be collected on Wednesday
9" July.
